Reading at home

Reading books will be sent home from school, please read
with your child daily and sign their reading logbooks.

Colour banded books that are appropriate for pupils to read
and take into account pupils” understanding of the words they
read as well as their ability to decode the text are used to
develop the pupils' reading skills.

Wraparound Care

Our charges are currently £4 per hour: this is half price or negotiable
for pupils for whom we receive Pupil Premium funding.

Breakfast club runs daily from 7.30 to 8.30a.m. It is available to pupils
in Reception — Year 6. There is a charge of £4.00. A place needs to be
booked online, in advance and payment made at this time. During
breakfast club, pupils can have breakfast and participate in activities.

‘Tea Club’ runs until 5.30pm and costs £9 per session, at present.

After-school clubs run after school until 4.15 p.m. There is a charge
of £25.00 per term to cover the costs of coaching and resourcing, with
reductions for some families®*. Clubs need to be booked online and
payment made at this time.



Extra — curricular clubs

e Signing up for a club means attending every week. For
safeguarding purposes, we do an attendance register every
session. Office staff then follow up those who haven’t
attended, to ensure all pupils are safe. If your child cannot
attend for a valid reason, e.g. a medical appointment, please
inform the classteacher with a letter. If a child doesn’t attend
for a two-week period, the place will be lost and passed onto
another child. There will be no refund in this case.

* Clubs' charges, of £25.00 per term, are necessary to cover the
cost of coaching, staffing and resourcing.
